He speaks
of the Spirit as an Advocate, a role that involves
interceding on behalf of others, representing
them, standing up for them, especially when they
are ignored or mistreated. What would it mean for
us to be advocates on behalf of creation?

VOICE FOR THE VOICELESS

Advocacy is a practical thing, an action - or, better,
an activity, a series of actions. It involves speaking
up for those who have no voice, or whose voice
is not heard. When we do this, we keep our
commitment to the Word of God by becoming the

What Jesus calls us to do is to take a step forward
in the power of the Spirit. If we have yet to speak
up on behalf of creation, he invites us to begin,
to plant a small seed, to undertake some small
action in response to his call. The action that we
perform may seem to us to be a tiny, insignificant
seed, planted in ground that is reluctant to receive
it. It may take a long time to sprout and grow, and
some of the seeds we plant may not grow at all.
We may not be around to see the plant develop
and bear fruit.
