He quit his job in the civil service and entered the
Jesuit novitiate. He was ordained in 2002. His Jesuit
training included spells in a school and squatter
camp in Soweto, South Africa, in a hospice and on a
tough Dublin housing estate.

The internet provides a great opportunity for
Catholics to develop their spiritual life, he suggests.
“People might be embarrassed to admit that they
pray. Going into a church is quite a big public act. If
you have something on the internet such as Pray-as-
you-go or Sacred Space, people can dip their toe in
the water without anyone knowing.”
